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Terry Davenport is known in the Charleston 
community for her passion and conviction and for 
the new nonprofit she started in 2010, the Justice 
Academy USA.  She started the nonprofit to 
empower families with information and access when 
faced with the juvenile justice system.  Terry faced 
this situation with both of her teenage boys and 
became frustrated in learning how to manage the 
bureaucratic (and sometimes unjust) criminal justice 
system.   She frequently references data released by 
the SC Department of Juvenile Justice (2009-2010) 
reporting that black youth (ages 10-17) represent 38% 
of the stateõs population of that age group but 
disparately represent 58% of juvenile arrests, 60% of 
youths in detention, and 69% of youths in 
correctional institutions.  Events such as the Boyz to 
Men Summit, monthly parent support group 
meetings, and programs like the youth employment 
program Justice Works! are just a few ways that Terry 
and her 12-member board are focused on creating 
and finding funding for community-based programs 
to serve as alternatives to a life of incarceration.  Visit 
www.jausa.org for more information.
