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GENERAL INFORMATION

In 1999, Linda and Tony Bakker created the Bakker Family Fund to provide funding for a broad range of existing and future charitable needs.  Applications to this Fund are accepted from Berkeley, Charleston and Dorchester County non-profits, and requests cannot exceed $10,000.  Only one request per yearly cycle may be submitted by any one organization.

The Bakker Family Fund typically receives a larger number of requests for support than is possible to fund.  Applications are due Friday, October 7, 2011.  All materials must be e-mailed or hand-delivered by 5:00 p.m. on October 7th or post-marked on or before October 6, 2011.  Please be sure all application materials, including the application pages and required attachments, are sent together in one envelope or attached to one e-mail.  Electronic submissions should be e-mailed to Grants@CoastalCommunityFoundation.org.  Hand- or postal-delivery should go to 635 Rutledge Avenue, Suite 201, Charleston, SC, 29403.  

ELIGIBILITY 

Applications are accepted from non-profits that a.) serve people who live in Berkeley, Charleston or Dorchester Counties; b.) are recognized by the I.R.S. as a non-profit, exempt from income tax with a 501(c)(3) designation; c.) are not a political or lobbying organization; and d.) does not discriminate on the basis of age, sex, race, color, sexual orientation, national/ethnic origin or disability.  

Requests are accepted from public and private schools only if the applicant can show evidence of collaboration with another organization in the community, in both the program’s development and access to services.  Applications are accepted for seed grants to foster new initiatives, routine program and operating expenses, capital purchases and support for new programs within existing organizations.

The application may be submitted more than two weeks prior to the deadline, with a request that Coastal Community Foundation staff review it and send feedback to the applicant so that changes may be suggested before a final submission is made.

The Bakker Family Fund receives a greater number of applications each year.  In an effort to minimize the number of organizations that do not receive funding, the family particularly seeks applications from programs that serve low-wealth persons, dealing with: 

· Basic human needs: such as, food delivery or pantry services, soup kitchens, homeless shelters, permanent and affordable housing, healthcare for uninsured or underinsured individuals.

· Abused, neglected, maltreated persons: such as, intervention for sexually abused children, shelter and assistance for battered women or indigent persons, emergency shelter for children removed from their home.

· Economic development: such as, welfare-to-work training, home ownership workshops, assistance for displaced workers, special initiatives that focus on housing and unemployment.

· Strengthening families: such as, life skills training for young mothers and/or fathers, holistic intervention for truant or delinquent youth and their families, respite care for the elderly.

· Improved educational opportunities for disadvantaged persons: such as, GED preparation, literacy classes, 501(c)(3) organizations dedicated to improving public schools.

Applications are not accepted from private foundations, individuals, political or lobbying organizations.  Applications are not considered for religious purposes; publication of books; conferences, dinners or other special one-time events; or endowment funds.  Capital construction (“bricks and mortar”) is not specifically excluded, but such grants would be the exception.

Grants must be for primary benefit of people who live in Berkeley, Charleston or Dorchester Counties, unless a specific exception is given to an applicant prior to submission.

REQUIREMENTS

Applicant organizations must complete the application form and include the following attachments:
#1 = current operating budget showing actual to projected expenses (up to 3-pages)
#2 = listing of the organization’s board of directors (1-page)
#3 = any recorded diversity data and board adopted statement of non-discrimination (1-page).
#4 = additional information of your choosing, specifically related to the request (1-page).
#5 = budget and receipts from prior year’s funding, if applicable (up to 5-pages).
#6 = if a new applicant, a copy of the first page of the I.R.S. letter certifying 501(c)(3) status (1-page)
Excess materials and/or pages (including folders, brochures and annual reports) will be discarded before delivery to the family.  If funding is received, program implementation is expected within a year’s time, and expenses cannot be incurred prior to award announcements.

SCHEDULE

The deadline to submit an application is firm; all other dates are estimates based on prior year’s activity and may change.  Applicants will be notified of any major modifications to the timetable. 
	Step 1:  Submit grant application and attachments
	October 7,  2011

	Organizations submit a completed grant application and attachments to Coastal Community Foundation by October 7th.  Applications must be e-mailed or hand-delivered on or before October 7th or postmarked on or before October 6th.  No faxes, please; they cannot be accepted.  Applicants may submit their application materials to Coastal Community Foundation staff for review at least two weeks ahead of the deadline so that some elements may be strengthened with input from staff (please make it clear that you would like a staff review). 
	

	Step 2:  Application materials screened, processed and prepared for delivery
	October  31, 2011

	Coastal Community Foundation staff assesses the submission for eligibility and completeness, copies all eligible submissions, and delivers to each of the four Bakker family members. 
	

	Step 3:  Additional information requested
	December 2011 – January 2012

	Questions regarding the current year’s submission or the previous year’s “end-of-grant” reporting may be put to individual organizations to help in developing funding recommendations.
	

	Step 4:  Funding recommendations developed
	February 2012

	Members of the Bakker family and Coastal Community Foundation staff meet to discuss applications and determine funding recommendations based on overall quality of the proposal, on the Bakkers’ personal interests (each has an equal vote) and on grant funds available.  
	

	Step 5:  Decisions announced

	March 1, 2012

	Coastal Community Foundation will notify all applicants of funding recommendations either by e-mail or U.S. Postal Service.
